Economic Action Plan we introduced the Home Renovation Tax Credit  to encourage Canadian 

homeowners to invest in projects that will inject money into local economies and create jobs. The 

Home Renovation Tax Credit is a temporary measure and will apply to eligible home renovation 

expenditures for work performed, or goods acquired, after January 27, 2009 and before February 1, 

2010.  

 

Canadians who invest in home renovations this year will be eligible to save $1,350. Individuals will 

be able to claim the non-refundable tax credit on their 2009 tax return.  

 

The Home Renovation Tax Credit is yet another way that the Conservative Government of Canada is 

doing more to get money back in the pockets of Canadians.
